POINTS TO PONDER – Week 11 – Within the “much more” care of God
The “much more” response of God makes us special objects of His love and grace.  Ponder the following scriptures (one per day) which express the care of God on your behalf:

1. Day 1 – Ephesians 4:7 - But to each one of us grace has been given as Christ apportioned it. 

2. Day 2 – Titus 2:13 - …while we wait for the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, 

3. Day 3 – Ephesians 1:19-21 -…and his incomparably great power for us who believe. That power is the same as the mighty strength he exerted when he raised Christ from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, far above all rule and authority, power and dominion, and every name that is invoked, not only in the present age but also in the one to come.  

4. Day 4 – I Thessalonians 5:24 - The one who calls you is faithful, and he will do it. 

5. Day 5 – Colossians 3:15 - Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful. 

6. Day 6 – II Thessalonians 2:16-17 -  May our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who loved us and by his grace gave us eternal encouragement and good hope, encourage your hearts and strengthen you in every good deed and word. 

7. Day 7 – Romans 8:26, 34 - In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us through wordless groans. Who then is the one who condemns? No one. Christ Jesus who died—more than that, who was raised to life—is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us.
